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Myers:  	(Informational commentary)

Unknown male:	(Inaudible)?

Myers:	For the purpose of unemployment, it’s (inaudible).  Those are the percent of youth who are looking for work.  It’s not the percent of youth.  It’s the percent of youth who want to work and are looking for it, right?  (Inaudible).

Myers:	Any questions on types of regions?  

Myers:	Okay, that concludes the presentation of material that I have and now we’ll open it up for clarifying questions or comments.  (Inaudible).  So any questions?

Unknown female:	(Inaudible), although our unemployment rate is low, our population continues to decline and a lot of our applications or assignment of new jobs for sustaining jobs that are secondary degreed requirements continue to lessen.  So as our population growth seems to reduce so does the opportunity for secondary degreed jobs or at least in my agency that’s happening.  If I talk with other partners that seems to be kind of the trend that’s (inaudible) and our dollar allocation that we did come to a population that is declining, but is probably the most needy whenever it looks at healthcare and resources for anything else available and how do we sustain these types of jobs to keep that wealth growth there?

Myers:	Okay.  Is that a question or comment?

Unknown female:	I worry that the dollars (inaudible).

Myers:	Okay, what you’re telling me is that the funding is a formula allocation that is written in the law.  A very accurate method and there is nothing that they can do to impact that (inaudible).  First, areas with substantial unemployment, those are counties that have an unemployment rate of 6.5% and above.  Second, (inaudible) accountability.  That means for counties that have an unemployment rate of 4.5 the number of unemployed above that number.  Third, the disadvantaged youth or adults.  Okay, that is a formula that we are given and have to use federal data from the American Community survey and from (inaudible) to allocate the (inaudible).  And that’s part of being in a block grant is that they have formula funding.

Unknown female:	(inaudible).

Myers:	Yes.  (Inaudible).

Michael Ryburn, SW WIB:  	How will the funds be determined - I guess are passed through to the WIOA planning areas or by local areas?

Myers:	(Inaudible).  You’ll have the local area board, your CLEOs and funding allocations will be made on a determination of the outcomes in that local area and then that money will be sent to your CLEO (inaudible).

Unknown female:	(Inaudible)… I’m looking at youth – it’s supposed to be first buy I’m not seeing anything – what is the transition for it?

Myers:	The youth money is an issue of the realignment of the Workforce Development office from Commerce to education and with that we had to get a new contract with the Department of Labor.  That has nothing to do with planning regions.  There should be no change in terms of funding once we get DOL to set up the account.  Any other questions, comments?

Jennifer Miller, OEDA-NOWIB:	Will there be other avenues (inaudible)?

Myers:	No.  There’s a 30-day period after the Governor initially – okay, we present the data to the Governor.  She will decide okay, this is what I want to have (inaudible).  We then have 30 days for comments-open for comments- before it becomes formal policy.

Unknown:	(Inaudible).

Myers:	(Inaudible).

Unknown female:	(Inaudible).

Myers:	When – when the initial planning region map is put out on Oklahoma Works, there will be an email to send any comments in response.

Unknown female:	(Inaudible) I feel like that may change.

Myers:	Right, right.

Unknown female:	(Inaudible) local board.

Myers:	 Uh huh, yes.  We have invited all board members, all local elected officials, all (inaudible) to the public meetings and we have gone to each local area.  Anything else?  Yes sir.

Unknown male:	You said earlier that part of the reason there were changes in the law is to put more money into providing services (inaudible).  How much savings…planning regions….(inaudible).  

Myers:	For an example (Inaudible) share those kinds of administrative costs.  There are others that share service providers and share the variety of costs that may occur.  (Inaudible) some different kind of (inaudible) and because the Governor realizes that more money needs to goes to direct training of Oklahoma (inaudible).  We have got to do better at serving Oklahomans.  15% of $18 million dollars goes to direct training of Oklahomans – that is not acceptable.  I don’t think that there is a local elected official and there is not a board member who would accept that in terms of (inaudible) their county budget (inaudible) or go to their constituents or you know (Inaudible).

Unknown male:	I agree with what they are saying, but I guess being from the southwest we’re (inaudible) population.  At some point and level there is a huge cost (inaudible) over time and  I wonder if we went back to the program in 2012 when funding was better if (inaudible), but I think a lot of our problems with providing money out there is that our (inaudible).

Myers:	We’re actually (inaudible) help more (inaudible).  (Inaudible) Southwest was actually (inaudible) in terms of (inaudible).  It is about priority.  It is about helping the economy grow.

Unknown female:	(Inaudible).

Myers:	(Inaudible) non-profits (inaudible) used for direct training.  Other questions, input?  

Jennifer Miller:	(Inaudible) to the Governor (inaudible).

Myers:	There have been discussions with the Governor on the types of (inaudible) that are possible and what that means.  There have not been a draft that has gone through to the Oversight Committee and through – I have to give a draft of the map to the Oversight Committee tomorrow.  This is about – this process is about identifying the process by which the Governor will identify regions.  Now, when I met with her on April 20th did she say okay, so what does this mean?  So the fact that we haven’t (inaudible) example 60% of the workforce (inaudible).  (Inaudible).  Yes.

Marsha Shelton, SWODA:	  How – can planning regions and the local elected officials, the boards work together and (inaudible) regional boards, regional committees, how do you see the funding and making all this work and where (inaudible) activities?

Myers:	(Inaudible).  There’s not going to be any official staff because a planning region is a negotiation among the CLEOs, the chief elected officials and the board chairs.  (Inaudible).  (Inaudible) agreement, but you just have staff that support the fact that you negotiated (inaudible).  There will be over next the year resources available to help train and educate CLEOs and board chairs about many of these issues because this will be a new (inaudible) of thinking about (inaudible).  There can be more authority and more responsibility than ever before for CLEOs and board chairs.  

Unknown female:	(Inaudible).

Myers:	Nothing (inaudible) out of program year (inaudible)… program 16 there may be changes but that could depend on (inaudible).

Unknown female:	(Inaudible).

Myers:	(Inaudible) it will be on the June 26th Governor’s Council, but as I told you the youth policy will be exactly like the old one.  There is no (inaudible).

Unknown female:	(Inaudible).

Myers:	And that’s from the NPRM.  We took the youth policy almost word for word from the DOL NPRM and that will be available June 26th.  

Unknown female:	(inaudible).

Myers:	It’s supposed to go on OklahomaWorks.gov - the website.  We are posting all of our policies on OklahomaWorks.gov under the Governor’s Council and then it has policies.
